The island with an area of 781.5 square km is the largest island of the lonian
Sea and one of the largest in Greece . Its astonishing beauty with the
impressive mountain landscapes alternating with fertile valleys which end up
in wonderful beaches make up the image.

The island’s climate is temperate with mild winters and cool summers . The
relative humidity is high , especially during the cold season , due to southern
winds which prevail during these months .

It is a mountainous island . The tallest mountain in the Sierra Enos — Roudi is
Enos (1,628 m , the highest of the lonian Islands ) , in the southwest, while
other peaks are Rudi , Sella , Vrochonas , Xerakias , Merobigli , Agia Dinati ,
Kalon Oros. This mountain is since 1962 a National Forest, which covers an
area of 28,620 acres. It is the smallest of our country .

Almost parallel to Enos rises the second and lower mountain range , with the
peaks Avgo , Kokini Rahi and Atros . Between the two mountain an elongated
valley is formed which starts from the plain of Sami, goes on to Pyrgi ( the
most mountainous region of Kefalonia ) and ends up to the south, at Poros
and Agia Irini . That way a coastal lowland area leads to Livatho .

From the main part of the island two large peninsulas are extended : the
mountainous Erissos in the north, and Paliki in the west, which is the most
fertile of the island .

In the northeastern part the bays of Sami and Antisamos are formed, in the
northwestern the Gulf of Myrtos , in the western the bay of Argostoli -one of
the safest in the Mediterranean — and in the south bay of Lourdas .

The shores are mostly high and rocky . In several places , however , mainly
west and southwest , there are dunes with yellow , fine and loose sand .

The peculiarity of the terrain , the climate and the variety of soils are the most
important factors that favored the development of a variety of ecosystems
such as:

e the maquis : particularly widespread on the island. The dominant plants
are sclerophyllous and evergreen shrubs, up to 2 meters, easily adapted to



the arid summer season : they have deep roots to derive the necessary water
and small leathery leaves, to reduce losses of water in severe drought
conditions ( Arbutus, Schinos) .

e brushwood : they are low bushy formations with thorny branches and small
leaves , often fluffy ( Thyme , Oregano, Ladania) .

« Mediterranean coniferous forests : they are characteristic ecosystems located
near the shores. The forests of pine (Pinus halepensis) occur in limestone and
sandy shale soils.

e the montane coniferous forests : the fir (Abies cephallonica), the famous
black fir , endemic of the Greek mountains , appears on the island of Kefalonia
on Mount Ainos — Roudi .

Rarer , but also with great ecological interest, the wetlands of the salt marshes
and bogs .
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
